The AKRC requires a part-time Fire Protection/Fire Prevention Officer to provide direct technical and advisory services to the Tribal Council and member First Nations, developing, implementing and monitoring volunteer departments and increasing the general awareness of fire safety and prevention issues in the communities.

-      Develop a fire prevention education program for delivery to each First Nation community and local education authorities.

-      Conduct fire and life safety inspections.
-      Performs public relations.

-      Reviews and assists in building plans for compliance with relevant Codes and Standards

-      Maintain professional competency.
-      Assist in proposals to acquire fire protection/prevention equipment for communities.
-      Represent the AKRC as a board member for the Health and Safety.
